Evaluate  the  key  characteristics  of  major  historic  buildings  and  construction  projects  throughout the world.

Evaluate the  evolution  of  materials  and  technology  in  a  context  of  history  and  resilience principles.

Analyze how globalization, urbanization, mass migration, and human conflict have affected modern building technology.
Instructional Methods: The course material will be presented using readings, videos, and power points. Students will read each chapter or assigned text and take an on-line quiz.  Students will be expected to participate in weekly discussion forums. All the quizzes, discussions, and tests will be held online, through e-learning. The questions will be in multiple choice, true/false, and matching relationships format. The tests are non-cumulative, but will assume that you have understood everything in the previous chapters.
